Entrance song; the Sign of the Cross:

In the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit. Amen.
Greeting from the Priest e.g.

The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ and the love of God and the fellowship of the Holy Spirit be with you all.

And also with you.

Penitential Rite.

In preparation to hear the Word of God and to receive the Eucharist, the Celebrant invites us to remember our imperfections and to repent, using words similar to:

My brothers and sisters, to prepare ourselves to celebrate the sacred mysteries, let us call to mind our sins.

Pause for silent reflection; then either:

I confess to almighty God, and to you my brothers and sisters, that I have sinned through my own fault, in my thoughts and in my words, in what I have done and in what I have failed to do; and I ask the Blessed Mary, ever virgin, all the angels and saints, and you, my brothers and sisters, to pray for me to the Lord our God.

Or (similar to)

Lord you were sent to heal the contrite

Lord have mercy

Lord have mercy
You came to call sinners

Christ have mercy

Christ have mercy

You plead for us at the right hand of the Father

Lord have mercy

Lord have mercy

May almighty God have mercy on us, forgive us our sins and bring us to life everlasting.

Amen

Kyrie

The Kyrie (Greek for “Lord”) is a plea for mercy.  It is omitted if included previously.

Glory to God

A hymn of praise (omitted in Advent or Lent)
Glory to God in the highest, and peace to his people on earth.

Lord God, heavenly King, almighty God and Father, we worship you, we give you thanks, we praise you for your glory.  Lord Jesus Christ, only Son of the Father.  Lord God, Lamb of God you take away the sin of the World have mercy on us; you are seated at the right hand of the Father receive our prayer.  For you alone are the Holy one, You alone are the Lord.  You alone are the most High, Jesus Christ, with the Holy Sprit in the glory of God the Father. Amen.

The Liturgy of the Word

Word of God read from Scripture. 

An opening prayer is said to which we respond.

Amen.
The First Reading

From the Old Testament, or the Acts of the Apostles.  

At the end the reader proclaims:  The word of the Lord

Thanks be to God

The Responsorial Psalm

Reflection on the first reading

The Second Reading

From the new Testament, Acts, Epistles (Letters) or Revelation.  

At the end the reader proclaims: The word of the Lord

Thanks be to God

The Gospel Acclamation

Said or sung

The Gospel

A reading from the Holy Gospel according to…

Glory to you Lord

After the Gospel reading the priest says: The Gospel of the Lord

Praise to you, Lord Jesus Christ

The Homily

Reflection on reading.

The Creed (Apostles’)

The profession of faith

I believe in God, the Father almighty, creator of heaven and earth.

I believe in Jesus Christ, his only Son, our Lord.  He was conceived by the power of the Holy Spirit and born of the Virgin Mary.  He suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, died, and was buried.  He descended to the dead.  On the third day he rose again.  He ascended into heaven, and is seated at the right hand of the Father.  He will come again to judge the living and the dead.  I believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy catholic Church, the communion of saints, the forgiveness of sins, the resurrection of the body, and the life everlasting.  Amen

Prayer of the faithful

Community concerns that need prayer.

…we pray to the lord

Lord, hear our prayer.

The Liturgy of the Eucharist

We prepare to receive Jesus directly in the form of bread and wine.  The offertory is brought to the Altar; a hymn may be sung.  As the Celebrant offers the bread and wine to God he says two prayers to which we respond:

Blessed be God forever

Then he washes his hands and invites us to pray:

Pray, brothers and sisters, that our sacrifice may be acceptable to God, the almighty Father.

May the Lord accept the sacrifice at your hands, for the praise and glory of his name, for our good and the good of all his Church.

Prayer over the Gifts; response:

Amen

The Eucharistic Prayer

The Lord be with you

And also with you

Lift up your hearts

We lift them us to the Lord

Let us give thanks to the Lord our God

It is right to give Him thanks and praise.

The Celebrant continues alone with the Preface prayer.  At the end:

The Sanctus

Holy, holy, holy Lord, God of power and might.  Heaven and earth are full of your glory, Hosanna in the highest 

Blessed is he who come in the name of the Lord

Hosanna in the highest

The Eucharistic Prayer leads up to the central part of the Mass, the consecration, when the bread and wine become the body and blood of Jesus Christ, as a memorial of the Last Supper.

We bow when the Celebrant raises the consecrated bread and wine (now body and blood).  Then:

Let us proclaim the mystery of faith 

Memorial Acclamation

Christ has died, 

Christ is risen,

Christ will come again

Or:

Dying you destroyed our death, rising your restored our life, Lord Jesus, come in Glory.

Or:

When we eat this bread and drink this cup we proclaim your death, Lord Jesus, until you come in Glory.

Or:

Lord, by your cross and resurrection, you have set us free.  You are the saviour of the World.

The Celebrant continues with the Eucharistic prayers until the “Doxology” in praise of God to which we assent with the “Great Amen”

Through Him, with Him, in Him, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, all honour and glory is yours, almighty Father, forever and ever

Amen.

The Lord’s Prayer

Our Father, who art in heaven, hallowed be thy name; thy kingdom come; thy will be done on earth as it is in heaven.  Give us this day our daily bread, and forgive us our trespasses as we forgive those who trespass against us; and lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil.

Deliver us, Lord, from every evil, and grant us peace in our day.  In your mercy keep us free from sin and protect us from all anxiety as we wait in joyful hope for the coming of our Savior, Jesus Christ

For the kingdom, the power and the glory are yours, now and forever

The Sign of Peace

The Celebrant prays for peace and unity

Amen

The peace of the Lord be with you always

And also with you.

Let us offer one another the sign of peace.

We turn and shake hands with those around us, saying:

Peace be with you

Lamb of God

Lamb of God, you take away the sins of the world, have mercy on us (twice)
Lamb of God, you take away the sins of the world, grant us peace.
With a prayer, the Celebrant breaks the Communion bread.  We say:

Lord I am not worthy to receive you, but only say the word and my soul shall be healed.
When the Celebrant and Special Ministers are ready the communion procession forms.  If you are not able to receive communion with us you are invited to come forward for a blessing.  Simply cross your hands on your chest and the Minister will bless you.  When giving Communion, the Eucharistic Minister says:
The Body of Christ or the Blood of Christ

Amen
There follows a time of reflection, with perhaps a hymn.

Concluding Rite

Post communion prayer.

Amen

Announcements; 

Then: The Lord be with you

And also with you

The blessing may be solemn, with three responses: Amen 

Or

simply:

May almighty God bless you, the Father, Son and Holy Spirit

Amen

Go in peace to love and serve the Lord.

Thanks be to God.

(At Easter time, “Alleluia, alleluia” may be added to the dismissal and response).

The Celebrant venerates the Altar and processes out.
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
